New Smyrna Beach High School’s New Principal
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At 10:30am on January 22, 2011, just before CAPS annual 
spaghetti dinner, six very distinguished NSBHS alumni 
will be honored in the high school auditorium. Each will 
be introduced by his/her chosen friend or family member. 
Video shots of the honoree will be projected on the huge 
20’x20’ screen behind them. Each will be presented with 
their personally engraved brick to be installed in the legends 
area of the Legacy Walk in front of the school. Formal 8x10 
pictures of each recipient will also be hung on the Legacy 
Wall of our alma mater. On Friday, the day before the event, 
our NSBSH principal, Mr. Jim Tager, is arranging an opportu-
nity for each honoree to speak to a class of students in his/
her chosen field. This year’s ‘Cuda Achievers are:

Earl Anderson (’41) There are 
very few men who, after being 
shot down over enemy terri-
tory, can tell the tale of evading 
capture and maneuvering his 
way some 200 miles to safety, all 
the while speaking neither the 
language of the country nor the 
enemy. Statistics tell us exactly 
2962 survived those perils in 
all of WWII – Earl was one of 

those precious few. On December 31, 1943, as a flight 
engineer and top gunner on a B-17, his plane was one of 
6 shot down near Bordeaux, France that day. Ordered to 
bail out, Earl was the 6th man out of the bomb bay door 
at 2 miles high. Walking, bicycling, one train ride, help 
from local farmers, partisans and even a couple of smug-
glers, saw him over the Pyrenees Mountains 19 days after 
being shot down, into the relative safety of Spain. With 
all the training he received in the Air Force, Earl still attri-
butes much of his success in that harrowing experience 
to his Boy Scout training received here in New Smyrna 
Beach during his youth.

Thomas C. Wilder, Jr. (’48) 
After working for two years 
at Settle Funeral Home right 
out of high school, T.C. 
decided he wanted to become 
an embalmer, with an eye on 
someday becoming the owner 
of his own funeral home. He 
then completed a formal three 

year apprenticeship, graduated from the Cincinnati 
College of Mortuary Science in 1955, served a one year 
funeral director internship, and passed the state board 
funeral director exam with a score so high he was offered 
a job by three members of the examining board. In 1966 
T.C. realized his dream by becoming owner of, by now, 
Settle-Wilder Funeral Home. Since his subsequent retire-
ment and sale of the business in 1980, he still works part 
time at the home. As a very active civic minded man, he 
was president of the Chamber of Commerce in 1965-
66 where he was primarily responsible for President 
Gerald Ford signing into legislation the establishment 
of Canaveral National Seashore Park. He was project 
representative for the preservation and restoration of the 
historic Eldora State House. Among many awards, he 
has received the annual YMCA V.I.P. award, the Melvin 
Jones Fellow and John Wesley Fellow awards. 

Lillian F. Wilson (’50) Those 
who knew Lillian Frances 
Wilson in high school would 
have sworn she was destined to 
be a professional tennis player. 
By the time she left high 
school she was ranked 8th in 
the state in doubles. But after 
three years at the University 
of Florida, her path turned in 

another direction. She had become interested in the 
education of the deaf and ended up at Central Institute 
for the Deaf (CIF) in St. Louis, Mo. where she earned 
her BS in Education and later a Masters in Audiology. 
She taught and supervised four years in Houston, Texas 
public schools, became an associate professor at Temple 
University, and then took a position with the Delaware 
(PA) County public school system helping to develop 
and supervise a “ground breaking” program providing 
oral education to deaf students. After winning many 
awards, space allows for only one testimony from a 
colleague from those days. “People moved to Delaware 
County, PA from many states in order to take advan-
tage of the outstanding program that became nation-
ally recognized for excellence.” Lillian retired to NSB in 
2000 and is married to Harry Ogle.

Damon E. Settle, Jr. (’51) 
Damon is a University of Florida 
graduate with a Bachelor of 
Electrical Engineering Degree. 
He also served in the U.S. 
Air Force from 1954-1958. 
Damon worked for Martin-
Marietta as a Design Engineer 
for the Bullpup & Lacrosse 
missile systems in the early 60s, 
followed by Supervisor of the 

Electronic Test Systems at Cape Canaveral and Chief 
Engineer and Manager in Huntsville, Ala for Chrysler 
Corp. until 1983. Moving to SCI Systems, Inc. in the 
Government Division, he was Manager of Peacekeeper 
Missile Telemetry Systems and Command and Control 
Systems until 1993, and until his retirement in 1998 he 
was Manager of Personal Computer Production, produc-
ing over 4 million personal computers with annual sales 
of $1 billion. Damon is married to Gail Dearstyne Settle 
(’56) with 3 children and 3 grandchildren.

Jonathan Kennedy (’88) 
Jonathan is a University of 
Central Florida graduate with a 
Masters Degree in Accounting. 
He became a Certified Public 
Account and worked for 
Harris Corporation in finan-
cial planning tax and treasury. 
He then joined Autonomous 
Technologies Corp. where he 
led the investor relations and 

financial planning functions for the start-up company, 
and helped secure financing to complete its product 
development and played key roles in the sale and inte-
gration of the company into Alcom Laboratories. In 
2004 Jonathan joined the semiconductor maker Intersil 
Corporation of Milpitas, California where he is now 
Senior Vice President, and at 38 years of age became one 
of the youngest large public company CFOs in the coun-
try. He is married with two children.

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Mr. H.A. Schubiger was the Supervising 
Principal of New Smyrna Beach High School 
when I was a student there from 1949 to 
1953. We called him Mr. Shu, which was 
pronounced like Shoe. Mr. Shu was a large 
gentle man who had a deep gruff voice that 
could strike fear into young folks until they 
got to know him a little better. I most remem-
ber him as the man in a dark suit who offici-
ated many of our Barracuda baseball games. 
Mr. Shu often umpired behind the plate or 
occasionally worked the bases. His deep gruff 
voice demanded respect and, whether you 
agreed with his calls or not, you knew that 
they were final. His call of a strike was sort of 
a deep guttural grunt that was accompanied 
by the raising of his clenched right fist into 
the air. His call of a ball was a softer grunt 
and a sideways shake of his head. Any hint 
of arguing a call would get you a cold, steely 
stare from beneath his thick dark eyebrows. 
You quickly learned to reduce any arguing to 
a sort of whispered plea, ‘Oh Mr. Shu’.

The opening game of our 1950 baseball 
season was a home game against Pierson/
Seville. The game was played on our ‘sandspur 
patch’ of a field that was situated right next to 
the high school. I was a 14 year old freshman 
and this was going to be my very first game as 
a player on a Barracuda varsity team. When I 
arrived at the field that day, I didn’t even know 
if I would be playing. However our coach said 
“Billy, warm up, you’re pitching”. I was in 
semi-shock because we had at least two other 
older, more experienced pitchers.

I took the mound that day and Mr. Shu was 
behind the plate looking somewhat like a big 
black bear in his black umpire suit and wearing 
a thick black inflated body protector. During 

the game, I was extremely nervous and wild, 
and proceeded to walk about 10 to 12 batters. 
We lost by a score of something like 6-5, but I 
pitched the entire game. During the course of 
all those walks, Mr. Shu did a lot of grunting 
and sideways shaking of his head. Amazingly, 
despite all of the walks, I somehow pitched a 
no-hitter in my very first game. But the walks 
were largely responsible for the loss..

The next morning in school, I passed Mr. 
Shu in the hall. He motioned me over with 
a flick of a finger and a soft grunt. He then 
said something quite clear and succinct about 
my pitching performance of the previous 
day. “Billy”, he said in his deep gruff voice , 
“you couldn’t have hit a bear in the butt with 
a big bass fiddle.” He then glared at me for 
a moment, then smiled, grunted again, and 
walked away. Mr. Shu was not a man to mince 
words. Moreover, my wildness had probably 
kept him out in the hot sun for over three 
hours. When you combine that with his hot 
black uniform, plus the constant head shaking 
and grunting, then his critique of my pitching 
was certainly totally justified.

As the years went by, and I pitched more and 
more baseball games, I learned to hope that 
Mr. Shu was not umpiring behind the plate, 
particularly during games played in New 
Smyrna. This was not because I didn’t like 
him personally, because I really did like and 
respect the man. The problem with Mr. Shu 
stemmed from the way he seemed to call balls 
and strikes at games played on our home field. 
Mr Shu was from New Smyrna, and he was 
a principal at our high school. Hence, as an 
umpire, he was extremely conscientious about 
not being partial to the local team. Whenever 
I pitched, I soon learned that getting a called 
strike required that the pitch be almost over 
the middle of the plate. During home games, 
the strike zone would shrink markedly, and 
the edges of the plate were almost non-exis-
tent. Pitches “on the corners” were seldom 
called strikes, especially when I had gotten 
two strikes on a batter. I’m aware that Mr. Shu 
was simply making every effort to be fair and 
impartial. However, when I was pitching, I 
was always glad when someone from out of 
town was calling the balls and strikes.

There was, however, one instance in a game 
when Mr. Shu seemed to try and help me. It 
occurred during either my junior or senior 
year. In this game Mr. Shu was not behind the 
plate but was umpiring the bases. The game 
was in New Smyrna against Deland. I was 
pitching and we were leading by a couple of 

runs. Deland wasn’t hitting me, but suddenly 
I lost control of my pitches and walked two 
or three straight batters to load the bases. I 
was aware that sudden episodes of wildness 
were mental things, but my mind wasn’t 
cooperating. With the bases loaded, Mr. Shu 
was standing a short distance behind the 
mound. At that moment, I was also stand-
ing behind the mound while facing home 
plate and shaking my head in disgust over 
my sudden wildness. I then heard a strange 
soft grumbling sound that came from nearby. 
I stepped further back and glanced at Mr. 
Shu who wasn’t even looking at me. Instead, 
he was looking at the ground with one hand 
cupped over his mouth. The same muffled 
grumble came again. I could barely make it 
out, but the sound was coming from Mr. Shu 
who was softly grumbling --- “get a another 
ball”. I instantly knew the significance of what 
he’d said, and also why he’d grumbled it so 
softly. I stepped back onto the mound, went 
into my stretch, then stepped off the rubber, 
called time out, and asked the plate umpire 
for a new ball. With the new ball, the next 
pitch was a strike, as were most of the follow-
ing pitches. The mental block was gone. Our 
team quickly retired the side and we got out of 
the inning. The ‘Cudas went on to win a close 
game. I never talked to Mr. Shu about the 
incident because I felt he wouldn’t want me 
to. However, quite frankly, I think he would 
have done the very same thing for a pitcher 
from another school. But on that day, he did 
it for me.

Unfortunately, Mr. Shu passed away in 1970. 
I always liked and respected him as a person, 
except of course, when I was pitching and 
he was behind the plate calling balls and 
strikes. However, I sincerely regret that I never 
stopped in to visit him during the years follow-
ing graduation. Among other things, I would 
have thanked him for helping me get over a 
mental case of wildness in that earlier baseball 
game. However, I might have also complained 
a little bit about how the strike zone always 
decreased in size for visiting batters when he 
called ball and strikes during our home games. 
If I had done that, I’m willing to wager that he 
would have just grunted and then given me 
one final cold, steely stare from beneath his 
thick dark eyebrows. But after that, I’ll bet we 
would have parted as great friends with a final 
smile and maybe even another grunt or two.
